economic development and
preservation of the environment,
carried out in cooperation with the
units of a territorial self-government
as well as social and economic
partners.

In conformity with The Act on Spatial
Planning and Management a local
plan of spatial management is to be
exposed for free public inspection for
a period of at least 21 days. The
inhabitants of communes are
informed about the time of exposure
in a public announcement, while the
persons specified in the act are
informed separately in a written form.

Buildings or groups of buildings
including the access, parking lots and
other facilities connected with their
service as well as recreational,
isolating or decorative greenery
among the buildings and directly
surrounding them.

Material objects of cultural value
legally protected in conformity with
the Act on Preservation of Cultural
Goods, listed in the register of art
monuments.

Actions, which are to be taken up
within spatial planning policy of a
state or self-government at the
voivodship level. The tasks result
from programs and are to serve the
execution of the supra-local public
purposes.

Definition in English

The condition and mode of arranging
the environment occurred as a result
of human activity, which covers the
entirety of inter-dependant objects
and tools satisfying different needs of
the inhabitants and users
(development). In the spatial planning
aspect: the whole of the actions taken
up in relation to the execution of the
planned intention with the purpose of
rational functioning and use of the
environment, including its protection
as well as protection of the life quality
of its inhabitants (spatial
management).

Limiting the rights of an owner or a
perpetual usufructuary related to a
specific plot or ground. Building
prohibition may be introduced based
on an arrangement made in the local
spatial management plan or may
result from other special regulations.
The prohibition means that on the
given plot or ground, indicated on the
plan, building objects cannot be
erected.

The executive organ of a commune
(commune council). The tasks of a
commune board are especially:
managing the commune property,
executing the budget, executing tasks
assigned by public administration,
preparing projects of resolutions of
the board and determining their way
of execution. The board consisting of
3-7 members is elected by the council
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in secret ballots from among the
councillors or from outside the board
for the board term of office. The board
comprises the head of a rural
commune or a town mayor (city
mayor) as the chairperson, his/her
deputies in a number defined by the
commune statute and other members.
Board membership cannot be
combined with employment in public
administration.

One-man management of a
commune, county or a self-
governmental voivodship, established
for a period up to two years by the
Prime Minister. Receivership is
appointed in case of a prolonged lack
of efficiency in execution of public
tasks by the units of a territorial self-
government.

County Board

The executive body for a county. Its
tasks comprise especially: execution
of the council resolutions, managing
the county property, executing the
budget, and carrying out analyses
and planning studies. The board
consists of 3-5 persons and is elected
by the county council in secret ballots
from among the councillors or from
outside the council for the board term
of office. The board comprises the
head of a county, his/her deputy and
other members. Board membership
cannot be combined with membership
in the organs of a commune or
voivodship, a parliamentary or a
senatorial seat, and also not with
public administration employment.

Voivodship
Board

The executive body for a voivodship.
Its tasks comprise especially the
execution of the voivodship
parliament’s resolutions, executing
the voivodship budget, managing the
voivodship property as well as
coordination and control of the activity
of the voivodship administrative units.
The board consisting of 5 persons is
elected from among the councillors or
from outside the council (except for
the voivodship marshal). The board
comprises the voivodship marshal as
its chairperson, the deputy
chairperson and other members.
Board membership cannot be
combined with membership in the
organs of a commune or a county, a
parliamentary or a senatorial seat,
and also not with public administration
employment.

Charge Written objection towards the
arrangements of the project of a local
spatial management plan. Charge can
be raised by anybody whose legal
interest or rights have been violated
by the project arrangements of that
plan. Objection is formulated towards
the plan project made available to the
public inspection. The acceptance or
rejection of a charge is decided by the
commune board by way of a
resolution including the factual and
legal statement of reasons. The
claimer can appeal against the
resolution on a partial or total
rejection of a charge to an
administrative court within 30 days
since the delivery of a decision.

Real Estate and
Land Property
Stock

A general basis according to which
spatial management and
development and of a given area
should follow. Graphic signs, resulting
from such rules, are not exactly
placed on the map, where the plan
blueprint has been made.

The real estate constituting the

property of the State Treasury,

commune, county or a voivodship, not

in the perpetual usufruct or

permanent management and not

burdened with the right of use. The

real estate and land property stock is

managed by head of counties,

executing the tasks of public

administration, especially:

- register land and buildings

- ensure valuation of assets (land
and buildings)

- make plans of stock
utilization/exploitation

- transfer the real estate and land
property stock by proxy of a
voivodship.

The commune real estate and land
property stock is managed by t he
commune board. Management is
about the execution of similar
activities as in case of the real estate
and land property of the State
Treasury, and additionally, it involves
the preparation of geodetic-legal and
project studies, the partition,
integration and partition of the real
estate, equipping them with essential
applications of technical
infrastructure, to the best of abilities.

The county real estate and land
property stock is managed by the
county board and that of voivodship is
managed by the voivodship board.

Change of a

Resolution making organ of a village,
proper in case of issues not reserved
by law to the head of a village or the
village board.

Adjustment of provisions of a local
spatial management plan to new
conditions and postulates. Change of
a plan is carried out in observance of
due procedure, which is binding while
making a new plan. The change may
concern the whole area covered by
the plan or its part, it may refer to the
text plan or both the text and the plan
blueprint. The basis for the decision
concerning the need for a change in a
plan is a resolution of the commune
board made after the analysis of the
proposed motions and evaluation of
the management condition and also
the ascertainment of the expiry of the
current plan. The change causes
expiry of previously issued decisions
on the spatial management and
development, which are inconsistent
with the findings of the changed plan,
if they were a basis for not issuing a
building license.
